ASU TOEFL WAIVER

To be successful in university studies, advanced English language skills and strong academic study skills are
needed. Your performance in core and elective classes at the American English and Culture Program (AECP)
indicates your potential for academic success in undergraduate or graduate studies. Students who successfully
complete the AECP Advanced 2 level can receive a TOEFL waiver for admission to Arizona State University.

All Advanced 2 classes must be satisfactorily completed within a single AECP session (or within a single
ASU semester if doing AECP/ASU concurrent enrollment). In addition to completing AECP, for

ASU undergraduate or graduate admission, you must also fulfill all other ASU admission requirements.

ASU UNDERGRADUATE

English Language Requirements

Students who complete the AECP Advanced 2 Level with grades of “A" or “B” in core classes and passing
grades in elective classes do not need a TOEFL score for admission to Arizona State University. The ASU
Undergraduate Catalog states: “Applicants who have completed the Advanced 2 Level of the
American English and Culture Program are exempt from the English proficiency requirement.”

After successfully completing the AECP Advanced 2 Level, you may request an official AECP completion
letter addressed to ASU Undergraduate Admissions. Note: Undergraduate Admissions will not accept
Advanced 2 core class grades lower than “B" (no “B-" core class grades will be accepted).

ASU GRADUATE

English Language Requirements

Students who complete the AECP Advanced 2 Level with grades of “A" or “B" in core and elective classes
do not need a TOEFL score for admission to Arizona State University. The ASU Graduate Catalog states:
“Applicants who have completed the American English and Culture Program Advanced 2
Level are exempt from the English proficiency requirement.”

After successfully completing the AECP Advanced 2 Level, you may request an official AECP completion
letter addressed to ASU Graduate Admissions. Note: Graduate Admissions will not accept Advanced 2
grades lower than “B” (no “B-" grades will be accepted in any Advanced 2 classes).
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
