SUMMARY OF KEY ASSIST ACTIVITIES

Progress of ASSIST Projects
(
The introduction of the new community college Semester Registration table was very successful as seven out of ten institutions submitted data before the deadline. For participating institutions, concurrent enrollment for Fall 2007 was available before the end of the Fall 2007 semester.  These semester registration data also provide for timely tracking of non-persisting university students. Without this separate data submission on registrations, these types of data reports for Fall 2007 would not be available until at least mid-semester of Spring 2009.
(
Planning has begun for the Spring 2008 ASSIST Steering Committee meeting and the annual ASSIST Users Group meeting to be held on April 3 at Yavapai College in conjunction with the Arizona Association for Institutional Research’s 19th Annual Conference. 
(
In late December, ASSIST staff provided user support and training to the new Northland Pioneer College Steering Committee representative and ASSIST user.  
(
While planning for the necessary modifications to accommodate the migration to the Oracle Enterprise database platform, ASSIST technical staff will also work on further enhancements to the ID matching processes and algorithms. 
Community College Data Submission and Loading
(
November 30th is the due date for the separate annual file submission of all degrees, AGECs, and certificates. Six out of ten districts submitted degree data for 2006-2007: Arizona Western College, Central Arizona College, Cochise College, Maricopa Community Colleges, Pima Community College, and Yavapai College. 
(
The first set of semester registration data from the community colleges was due between October 31st and November 30th.  Arizona Western College, Central Arizona College, Cochise College, Maricopa Community Colleges, Northland Pioneer College, Pima Community College, and Yavapai College participated in this data submission.
(
January 31st is the general target date for submitting community college main and course files; 2006-2007 annual files are due no later than February 29th while 2006-2007 course data should be submitted by March 30th.  Central Arizona College has already submitted its 2006-2007 course data.
