SUMMARY OF KEY ASSIST ACTIVITIES

Progress of ASSIST Projects
(
 In early September, technical representatives from ASSIST and CAS met to discuss the ASSIST project’s logistical needs for migration to the Oracle Enterprise database platform.  The server box will be ordered for ASSIST with an anticipated January 2008 start date for initial migration planning. 
(
This fall is the introduction of the new community college Semester Registration table that will enhance the use of ASSIST for more up-to-date reports on concurrent enrollment, reverse transfers, and transfers between community colleges. The table was tested with sample data and a revised data submission file layout was distributed to all institutions. 
(
In late September, Dan Moore, the ASSIST Principal Technical Analyst, visited the district office of Northland Pioneer College in Holbrook to provide technical assistance to NPC staff and administrators concerning ASSIST data submissions and the uses and functions of the database. 
(
ASSIST staff worked closely with the a number of community colleges to load and generate the data required for portions of the Carl Perkins reporting requirements and the state’s new Dual Enrollment reports. Seven community college districts used ASSIST for their Perkins report and seven districts generated Dual Enrollment tracking reports.

As requested by the ASSIST Steering Committee in March, an annual file submission calendar was designed that details the earliest possible file submission date, the desired target date, the latest possible due date, and the expected load times for each submission.  
Community College Data Submission and Loading

November 30th is the due date for the separate annual file submission of all degrees, AGECs, and certificates. Data for 2006-2007 Arizona Western College degrees were submitted and loaded in September. 

The first set of semester registration data for Fall 2007 from all community colleges is also due between October 31st and November 30th. Maricopa Community Colleges have submitted their Fall 2007 registration file which will soon be loaded to supplement their Fall 2006 and 2005 data which was used for development and testing.  Arizona Western College and Yavapai College have also submitted their semester registration data.

January 31st is the annual target date for submitting community college main and course files; 2006-2007 data will be due soon. Academic Year 2005-2006 data for the following colleges have been submitted and loaded:
