SUMMARY OF KEY ASSIST ACTIVITIES

Progress of ASSIST Projects
(
ASSIST is actively working on the assessment of the current processes and database structure and discussing preliminary plans for restructuring in preparation for the migration to Oracle in October 2009.  
(
At the ASSIST Steering Committee on March 29th at the Community Campus of Pima Community College, the committee decided to make all community college file submissions to ASSIST mandatory, not just the annual file. The committee also reaffirmed its decision to include a current community college fall enrollment file that will enhance the use of ASSIST for more up-to-date reports on concurrent enrollment, reverse transfers, and transfers between community colleges.
(
ASSIST staff has been working closely with the community colleges to understand their data needs in regard to the recently implemented Dual Enrollment reporting requirements. ASSIST will maintain a Dual Enrollment cohort table and will serve as the tool for institutions to track subsequent course enrollment and performance.
(
In late July, Melinda Gebel and Caryl DuBrock attended the 4th Biennial Conference on Transfer and Articulation held in Tempe. In early August, Dan Moore, the ASSIST Principal Technical Analyst, attended the Sybase conference in Nevada to learn about the recent changes and enhancements to the Sybase relational database, the platform ASSIST uses. 
Community College Data Submission and Loading

January 31st is the due date for submitting community college main and course files. Academic Year 2005-2006 data for the following colleges have been submitted and loaded:

October 31 is the due date for the separate annual file submission of all degrees, AGECs, and certificates. The first set of fall enrollment data for Fall 2007 from all community colleges is also due October 31.The new CC Fall Enrollment table was tested this summer with data from Maricopa and Eastern Arizona.

August and September are high demand months since most community colleges use ASSIST to fulfill Carl Perkins reporting requirements. Activity this year has increased due to the state’s new Dual Enrollment Report required of all community colleges.  

University Data Submission and Loading

The universities submit data twice a semester (after 21st day and after grades are posted). All Fall 2006 files and Spring 2007 21st day files have been submitted and loaded. University Summer 2007 file are due in late September while Fall 2007 21st day files are due in mid-October.
