Setting a minimum function on this field will select the earliest semester a student completed a degree.

	A concatenation of years to indicate the Academic Year in which a degree was received.

Academic Year is considered to be the sequential semesters Fall, Spring, and Summer. (For example:  20020001 = Fall 2000, Spring 2001, and Summer 2001)


	You would use this field to limit degree data to a particular academic year.

	A code that reflects the NCES Unit ID for each community college.

This field may be joined to CODE ARIZONA UNITID to get a description.


	You will use this field to limit queries to a specific community college only. It does NOT apply to universities.

	The 8-character anonymous ID that is assigned to each student during the ID matching process.


	You will ALWAYS use this field to join with another UV or CC table so you can get data on the same individual.

This field may be reformatted to MM/DD/YY using the FORMAT function.

	You would use this field to limit records to a particular associate degree type for a community college.

However, you would probably use it primarily to join to CODE CC ASSOCIATE DEGREE or CODE CC DEGREE CERTIFICATE TYPE.  Label could then be used to show the different types of degrees your students were awarded.

More than one degree may be awarded with the same Degree or Certificate Code during the same term. For some institutions, multiple degrees are designated by changing the day portion of the Degree or Certificate Date.

	A code that reflects the 6-digit NCES Classification of Instructional Programs scheme for standardized reporting of academic disciplines.

This field may be left joined to CODE UV MAJOR CIP or the view table CODE CC MAJOR CIP to get a description for many of the CC CIP codes that match the UV CIP codes. These code tables include previously used 1985 and 1990 codes as well as 2000 CIP codes and some institutionally defined codes. 


	You would use this field to identify the types of disciplines in which your students were awarded degrees.
More than one degree may be awarded with the same Degree or Certificate Code or the same Degree or Certificate CIP Code during the same term. In some cases, the day portion (DD) of the Degree or Certificate Date will differ.
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
