You should NOT use this field to join with other tables.

	A code that reflects the NCES Unit ID for each community college.

This field may be joined to CODE ARIZONA UNITID to get a description.


	You will use this field to limit queries to a specific community college only.  It does NOT apply to universities.
You would use this field to join with another CC table IF you wanted additional data on the students from your institution only. If you want to track your students to another institution, do NOT use it to join with other institutions (or make the join an inequality join).

	The 8-character anonymous ID that is assigned to each student during the ID matching process.


	You will ALWAYS use this field to join with another UV or CC table so you can get data on the same individual.

Non-resident aliens are removed from each racial/ethnic category and classified separately as 6, International in accordance with federal reporting requirements.

Also, if an international student obtains citizenship at a later date, the code would be changed to one of the non-international categories.

Beginning with the AY 2009-2010 cohorts, this field may include the new IPEDS minority categories, although not all institutions may be able to provide this information during the first year.

This field may be joined to CODE CC RIGHT TO KNOW COHORT to get a description.

The part-time portion is no longer required for federal reporting and many colleges are dropping this code.

	A code that identifies members of the entering cohort that received athletically-related financial aid for their primary sport during their first year and were enrolled in the fall semester on a full-time basis.

These cohorts are used for federal Student-Right-to-Know reporting requirements and for the IPEDS Graduation Rate Survey.

This field may be joined to CODE CC ATHLETE TYPE to get a description.

	You would use this code to select a specific group of entering first-time freshmen to calculate persistence and graduation rate by their primary sport.
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
