C o u r s e   D e s c r i p t i o n





Principles of color theory as related to the visual arts.  This course shall cover not only the basic elements of color theory, but also provide an opportunity for the more intuitive and practical applications of color in the making of art.  The perceptual, symbolic, and cultural significances of color are addressed.

C o u r s e    R e q u i r e m e n t s





During the whole of the semester, each student will be expected to participate fully in the life of the Studio.  In addition to the completion of assigned projects on time, this means regular attendance, a sense of studio etiquette, and participation in class discussions and critiques.  A three-ring binder is to be kept of all handouts, sketches, ideas, notes, etc. A separate notebook (college ruled) should be kept for journal entries( see handout).  Tardiness or early departures will hurt your grade.  While some in-class work time will be built into the class, expect to spend at least 6 hours outside of class per week working on assignments.  The materials for the course are expensive, but necessary (see materials list).  They will serve you well beyond the time-frame of the course.   





C o u r s e    O r g a n i z a t i o n  


 


Color 113 is composed of a series of sequenced assignments, each of which has at least one clearly defined objective.  Creative solutions and personal expressions are strongly encouraged--as long as the conceptual objectives of each assignment is addressed.  Some assignments will be rigid in terms of what is expected others can be customized by the student to coincide with his or her personal interests. The introduction of each assignment will be accompanied by a written description of the problem/project and all relevant details.  In class lectures will be supplemented by field trips and critiques.

Grading





Projects





Projects are graded on a pass fail basis.  If a student does not pass a project he or she has 3 class days to fix it.  Any project that appears to not have been seriously attempted is an automatic fail with no make-up possible.The class will help decide if the student has put forth enough effort to pass each project.  The following questions must be asked of each project:


Has the student spent significant time and effort on the project?


Is this project equal or better than the effort given to previous projects?


What could be done to improve the project?


Is the appearance of the project consistent with the student’s intent?


Are the ideas behind the project well thought out?


Was the student creative in his or her solution to the problem?





  The projects are designed to both illustrate the phenomena of color and provide the student an opportunity  expression and creativity.  Successful students will approach each project with enthusiasm and freely explore their own interests where appropriate.  Reasons for failed projects include, insufficient effort, rushed or careless presentation.














 


Quizzes


Quizzes will pertain to the vocabulary and theories from the assigned readings.  Students are to be familiar with all the terminology from the reading.





Journals


Journals are extremely imporatant.  Failure to diligently keep up with the journal will result in a deduction of points from the journal portion of your final grade.  At least 12 pages of college ruled paper must be filled every week.  The handout gives instructions on this.  The journals will be checked every week to make sure you are doing them, but they will not be read by the instructor or any other member of the class.  Journal entries cannot be made up or handed in late( no exceptions).





Pecentage Breakdown    30 % exams and quizzes, 10% class participation,  40% projects and assignments, 20% journals.





Attendance  Attendance is required for the entire class period of each session.  Roll will be taken at the beginning of each class.  More than three absences will lower your grade by five points and then two for each subsequent absence.  A partial absence of one half will be assessed for students who arrive late or leave early.  In the event of an absence it is your responsibility to contact a classmate and obtain the assignment from that claas period.  You are encouraged to trade phone numbers with someone in the class for that purpose.





Class Participation


To receive the maximum of 10 class participation points, the student must have one golden asterix.  One of these is given by the instructor per project for extra work that was done or creative project solutions.  This is to reward work above and beyond the call of duty.
