Earned Ph.D. in the social sciences, humanities or a related field by August 15, 2008.  Demonstrated research and teaching agenda in American Indian issues.  The area of specialization is open and can include the following: social policy and planning, economic development, administration, community development, social justice, public health, native language retention and revitalization, decolonization, intellectual property rights and the law, native arts, cultures, and literatures, and traditional forms of knowledge, governance, and decision making.

Desired:

· Experience working with tribal government or communities

· Experience teaching Indian students at the university level

· Evidence of ability to obtain external research grants

· Experience publishing and research within an American Indian Studies paradigm

APPLICATION PROCEDURE

Applicants must submit a letter of application including a statement on how they meet the required and desired qualifications stated above, how they fit into our American Indian Studies program, strengths they will bring to the program, and a statement of their teaching philosophy.  The applicant must also submit a curriculum vitae, at least two (2) representative writing samples, teaching evaluations, and the names and contact information (telephone, mailing address, or email address) for three references.
