

Computers and Composition Online is a web journal (a print journal is also available) addressing the role of computers and technology in relation to composition.  Archives of the articles are available and date back to the journal’s founding in 1983.  Articles are organized in sections including Theory into Practice, Virtual Classroom, Professional Development and Print to Screen- all of which are incredibly useful for teaching classes fully-online, learning to integrate technology into the writing classroom and understanding how to interact with students online. A seminal composition and technology online resource is Kairos, a refereed online journal exploring the intersections of rhetoric, technology, and pedagogy. Each issue presents varied perspectives on special topics such as "Critical Issues in Computers and Writing," "Technology and the Face of Language Arts in the K-12 Classroom," and "Hypertext Fiction/Hypertext Poetry."
