Course Outline:
This course is designed to make students use the grammar they have learnt last year. This will be achieved as the students would read and understand selected texts and later they would tell and retell the contents of the taken text with their own words. Selected dialogues form everyday situation will also be taken and later students divided into the groups and the groups will have to simulate similar dialogues. Such exercises would make students actively take part in classroom activities. Another feature in this class would be short stories taken in pictures. A word less story would make students create their own sentences and feel the semantic structure of the language. 
Overall the students will be encouraged to be verbally active in using Hindi, feel free in writing Hindi and acquire confidence in reading and understanding Hindi.
Dictations, homeworks and quizzes will be the regular features of the course.
