Course Outline:
This course is designed for students who already have fair knowledge of Hindi and it offers student an opportunity to effectively use the knowledge attained in the previous years. This will be achieved as the students would read and understand selected texts including online newspapers and later they would tell and retell the contents of the taken text with their free choice of words. The newspaper texts will mainly be taken from Indian situations, that way students will get acquainted with the cultural side of India. The texts will also be taken from popular Hindi literature in order to give them overview to the Hindi literature. Audio-Video material will be an important component of the classroom activities. Translation of small texts from English into Hindi would make students feel the syntax of the language.
Interactive sessions as group discussion will be based on the given topics. Individual work will also be taken on to solve individual problems. 
Dictations, homeworks and quizzes will be the regular features of the course.
