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COURSE  DESCRIPTION  AND  OBJECTIVES:

PORTUGUESE 101 is designed to improve your skills (understanding, speaking, reading, writing) in the Portuguese Language. This course will provide you with grammar and exercises, listening and writing activities, reading skills and viewing Brazilian Culture videos.  The primary objective of this course is to teach the student to communicate in Portuguese – both orally and in writing. 

I am pleased to have you enrolled in this course, and I am eager to work with you over the next few weeks as you study Portuguese. This is a course in which you are invited to “have fun” and at the same time learn in a different way. The primary tool for this is the “CANTA BRASIL” textbook series.  The material has 10 units and each one has a special song that is related to vocabulary and grammatical properties. According to students that have taken this course, this method makes learning more interesting, enjoyable and effective. The use of music and lyrics not only facilitates vocabulary learning, but also serves as a basis for grammar studies, pronunciation exercises and the study of cultural aspects.

TESTS:
There will be 5 pop quizzes on the materials covered during the semester. The lowest grade will be dropped. Tests may include listening, speaking, reading, writing and also topics on Brazilian Culture.   
EXAMS / QUIZZES: 


Oral and written exams will be given during the semester. Grades will be based on total communication ability, including vocabulary and grammar. No make-up exams or quizzes will be allowed, except in special cases, which must be requested prior to the test.  Exams and quizzes not taken will receive a failing grade. 

WRITING ACTIVITIES:


You will be required to write 3 compositions (typed, double space). These will have the following lengths: first 120 words, the second 150 and the third 180 or more words. After they are corrected, you may rewrite your composition to improve your grade at the end of the semester.  The composition themes and due dates are indicated in your Portuguese class program.

CLASS PARTICIPATION:


Come to class prepared so you will be able to join in the class discussion and other activities. A participation grade is given for your performance. You must read the textbook for each unit prior to class, bring your research material, do exercises as required, and complete all assignments given by the instructor in a timely manner. This is a class about communication. The student will only learn and grow if he/she is ready to practice what we are studying. 

ORAL PRESENTATIONS  


The first presentations should be based on dialogues adapted from Unit One of Canta Brasil. These should be done in pairs or groups.

Further presentations will focus on topics chosen by the students, subject to the Instructor’s approval.  These may be prepared in groups or individually.  Each ‘group’ will do up to two oral presentations of 3 to 5 minutes during the semester. After each presentation there will also be 2 to 3 minutes for questions and discussion. Each group (or person) must prepare a list of questions pertinent to their subject, to be included in quizzes.

Sample topics:

· Any theme included in “Canta Brasil”.
· Talk about aspects of Brazilian or Portuguese culture that may interest you.  (Examples: Bossa Nova, or Brazilian popular music, Brazilian family, Carnaval, samba, soccer, art, food, poetry, etc...)

· People and places, or history and geography.  (Examples: Pelé, Indians, Rio de Janeiro, São Paulo, etc...)
· Present something about Brazil: a dance, theatre, folkloric theme. Sing/teach a song in class, giving information about the song and its writer.
· Do a skit.  Examples: 1. Arranging a vacation to Brazil at a Travel Agency; 2. Do an interview, pretending you are a movie star and have your partner interview you.

· Show films, photos or other material on Brazil or Portugal and comment on them.

· Games, jeopardy-type programs, bingo... including a review of the vocabulary from material taught in class.

· Any other ideas that you may have.


Research your topic in English, Spanish or Portuguese. Learn about the subject and then prepare your presentation in Portuguese. This is your first semester studying Portuguese and it is important that you develop your verbal skills.  

Important note: Use technology (Powerpoint, short videos, etc...) to make your presentations more effective, but do not just project words and read them. Images and actions are great, but the important thing is that you use the presentation to develop verbal communication skills. All students are expected to ask questions and participate in the discussion after the presentation.
ATTENDANCE:


You are required to attend classes 5 times a week (2 for evening class). Since these classes provide the basis for most of your grade, it is imperative that you attend regularly or you will loose one grade level.

Total absences permitted: 5 for morning classes and 2 for evening classes. 

LABORATORY:


You will listen to music and prepare written exercises, record dialogues, take dictation from texts in “Canta Brasil” and also watch videos about Brazilian Cultural and programs in Portuguese.  Once a week there will be a Lab class using audio-video and computer technology.
LATE ASSIGNMENTS:


I will accept late assignments. However, they will be accepted at one grade deduction for each class period they are turned in late. Exams will only be given on dates scheduled on your syllabus or rescheduled by the instructor.

· 5 Pop quizzes will be given during the semester – but only 4 will count (The lowest grade will be dropped).
· Homework - I will write the day’s activities and homework assignment on the board. Please try to do all the exercises everyday.

· I want this class to be a challenge, so most of the instruction will be in Portuguese.  If you should have a problem understanding directions, please feel free to ask the instructor.
