I. Class Objectives/ Course Description:


This class is designed to train students in basic Indonesian communicative skills, including listening, speaking, reading, and writing. Since the class activities will emphasize oral communicative skills, class attendance and participation is especially important to develop language competence. In addition to listening-speaking practice, there will be exercises on grammar and reading passages both in class and online. The students are expected to do daily homework and practice using the tapes and/or CD from the language laboratory and online materials.
