I. Class Objectives / Course Description


This class is meant to train the students in basic Indonesian communicative skills, including listening, speaking, reading, and writing. Since the class activities will emphasize oral communicative skills, class attendance and participation is especially important to develop the language competence. In addition to listening-speaking practice, there will be exercises on grammar, writing paragraphs and conversation, and reading passages both in class and online.


The students are required to do daily preparation for the class, homework, and practice using the CDs that are provided by the instructor. In addition, the students are encouraged to participate in any Indonesian events, such as cultural performances around campus and in PERMIAS (Indonesian Student Association) events to meet Indonesian students and community to practice the language.

II. Class Activities


The class activities will follow communicative, cooperative, and active learning ways in which the students will learn the language through various ways individually, in pairs, and in small groups. Some of the activities are basic pattern practice and vocabulary building using communicative drills, dialogues, discussion, interviews, role plays, presentation, video, songs, games, making Indonesian blog, and short readings.
