Each scholarship recipient shall identify a scholarly project that involves alcoholism and drugs and their effects on the family as well as solutions, with the goal of discovering productive and healthy solutions that will result in positive outcomes, thus sustaining families and positioning them for success. Each student must submit a description of the scholarly project, as well as the name and signature of the faculty member who will be supervising the research (see attached form).   We take a broad definition of scholarship ( library work, data collection, involvement in on-going research, observational work, internship at an agency, etc. We are not defining the parameters of the project, but there must be a focus on alcoholism and drugs and their effects on families.
Selection process will be made by members of the SSFD undergraduate committee in consultation with staff in the CLAS Development Office. Applications should submitted to Dr. Scott Christopher in Social Sciences 144. Applications must be hand-delivered by 5 PM, March 1, 2008. Selections will be made by the end of the spring semester.
