Recipients are expected to collaborate with a TCLS or TCLS affliated faculty mentor during spring semester summer. This timetable is designed so recipients will be able to present their research results to the public at a symposium held in their honor fall semester 2007.

Copy of your most recent transcript including grades from your most recently completed semester and cumulative GPA (unofficial transcripts are acceptable).


Letter of verification from the faculty member who will supervise your research project.


Prospectus: must include 1) description of proposed research or creative project, 2) research methods, 3) a statement as to how this work will further the study and understanding of Transborder Chicana/o and Latina/o issues and culture.


Timeline: Create a schedule as to how often you will meet with your faculty mentor, research schedule, and revision deadlines for final approval from faculty mentor.

Budget: Draft a statement as to how you will use the funds (address your financial requirements in order to complete proposed projects, e.g. supplement income while working on project, materials and supplies, other research costs or necessary travel expenses to conduct research).
