Nursing building was remodeled 


Mercado was original downtown campus is still being used for classrooms and offices


PURL is used for College of Architecture and Design on 9th floor (aka Security Bldg), working on design for DPC of what the college will look like in future

Foot print of dpc is much smaller than Tempe campus


Enrollment has exceeded expectations, over 6,000 students (expectation: 2,000 – 3,000)


Programmatically: those colleges who moved to downtown campus are socially/community engaged programs
