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Questions for candidate #1 

In your dissertation you make some discoveries regarding “ways technology, technological spaces, and technological literacy affected teams’ collaborations”—can you say more about conclusions you drew?  

Can you identify some of the things that you learned/thought about professional writing and the teaching of writing from your work with the Chemical Engineering Dept. at Purdue?  

Please give an example or two of the kinds of assignments that emerged from the “real-world” clients that you have utilized in your professional writing courses.

How did going to a small college (Cedarville University, OH) influence your interest in possible teaching in a small college setting?

Please flush out—“In my professional writing courses, I treat technology, not as a tool for completing assignments, but as an object of study, of critical reflection.”

Did the experience of administering a summer English language program in Hungary enhance or diminish further interest in program administration?

Questions for candidate #2 
How does your work in Women’s Studies connect to your other specialties (comp. studies, rhetoric, sociolinguistics) and to your teaching?

Can you talk about ways in which your development of and work with Parents@Duke has influenced your sense of classroom space and/or uses of technologies?

What does it mean to you to say that you will help students to be “keen analysts of institutional cultures”?    

Talk about the “discourse of skill” that you addressed in your dissertation.  Also, how has the “discourse of mothering” influenced your teaching and scholarship?

In your description of the Agee/Evans assignment, you note that Agee encourages, through his own testimony, a particular kind of reading that you then describe for your students as a process of “collaborative re-reading.”  What if you don’t have the author’s “permission”—how does one then set up such as process (for students) in working with difficult texts?
