a. General Budget of RHA
i. Questions
1. What is the current reserve fund? – About $9500
2. Cholla – How many phones do we have in the office for the phone part to be so expensive? - 3 phones. Phone services at ASU are extremely expensive at ASU. For every phone you have, you must have a separate line.  We also have to pay for phone connection after the move.
3. Yampa- Where does the other $7 from the resident fee go? – hall councils
