d. Notice of intent: Budget Name Change 
i. Director- change “community service” to “community engagement”
ii. No Objection: change shall stand as approved. 
e. Notice of Intent: Expenditure

i. Director- RHA Savings account- capital expenditures. Intend to use to purchase computers for the RHA office. We are short one computer in the office and that additional computer will be provided for NRHH Office, and another if possible. The exact cost is still being worked out with IT services under University Contract. We can’t go to Best Buy and buy a $400 computer it doesn’t work that way. Trying to get computers across campus. 
ii. Questions- 
1.  AD Programming- 2 computers? Yes 2 for RHA office and the ones in RHA office will move over to PV East. There is a possibility of purchasing an ADBA laptop and we’re looking at the possibility of making an investment. ~roundabout estimate? $11,300 in savings, intent to spend $4,500.
2.  ADHC- 2 desktops, where? One would replace the other computers in the other office. ~what’s wrong with them? They’re old and not designed for some of the programs. They work fine for email and word processing but to try and do other applications you run into problems. ~the computers don’t all have Microsoft office? They do. 
3.  NRHH Chancellor- most appropriate use of savings account? The account was designed for capital purchases like this so we don’t take huge chunks out of GC budget. I want to leave this organization better than when I found it. I’ve tried every available resource to get free computers and have not been able to. 
4. Manzy- cost with 2 desktops or also 3rd computer? Just the 2 computers. 
5. SPAM- This is the contingency fund. Can you explain what it was originally going to be used for? The council let me use it for a new golf cart and though that’s not its only intention that’s what we were assumed. ~last year voted on it? Voted on general fund not savings account. 
6.  Yampa- $4,500 not good for 3 computers. What are you going to use them for that needs new computers? Bids and crafting them, I know we can get a cheaper price at other places but the University won’t service them or upload software. ASU has set a level of what the computers must be at. 
7.  *time. 
8. Director- extends time. 

9. Yampa- willing to get 1-2 not all is used at the same time? I disagree, eventually all computers will need to be replaced. I will evaluate whether we need the 3rd computer but we do need 2 desktop computers. ~consider the golf cart and see which is more important? It’s not a question of want or desire, the University does not allow us to. 
10. Cholla- requests that you don’t buy a Dell? University contract choice not mines. 

11. West- technology gets outdated but this is an investment in our future to get these. They are making a decision that will impact us and it’s on our part and they could easily spend on other things. 
iii. Will make expenditure and expect this to happen soon.
