Dining with friends is an integral part of your college

experience. Whether it's a quick bite on the go or a

casual sit-down meal with your friends, a meal plan is an
effortless way to refuel and reconnect. Meal plans are
required for all freshmen living in Las Casas Residence Hall.

Upon being admitted to Arizona State University, freshmen
are automatically enrolled in a basic meal plan to ensure
you have an opportunity to eat healthy, well-balanced
meals. Meal plans are affordable and comprised of varying
levels of Maroon & Gold Dollars (M&G): Super, Regular and
Lite. Changes can be made to your pre-selected meal plan
at the same time you review your pre-selected housing
living assignment.

With a meal plan, you have secured spending so there’s no
need to worry about carrying cash and there is no tax on
food purchases using M&G.

M&G is a pre-paid declining-balance system. Use it for
lunch on-the-run at Café West, a latte at Starbucks® in
the Library or a box of detergent at the Sand Trap Store to
finish your laundry. M&G is also accepted at more than 35
locations across all ASU campuses.

Sun Devil Dining offers a variety of meal plans to all
students and are designed to fit most budgets or eating
habits. The ASU Sun Devil Dining Office on the West
campus is located in the UCB, Room 263A, and is open
Monday through Friday from 8:30 a.m. to 4 p.m. For more
information on Sun Devil Dining, hours of service, locations
and special events, or to add M&G dollars to your account
at any time throughout the year, please visit asu.campusdish.

What are Sun Dollars?

Sun Dollars are purchased on your Sun Card (your ASU ID
card) in a pre-paid service account that is separate from
meal plan accounts. Sun Dollars work like a bank debit
card except that cash cannot be withdrawn. These funds
may be used to pay for food, copies and books at several
campus stores or off-campus locations. Sun Dollars are
taxable upon purchase at the register. To create a Sun
Dollar account, please visit the Sun Card office located in
the ASU Bookstore or online at
asu.edu/purchasing/suncard.






Freshman Living and Dining

Options

Once you are admitted to ASU as a first-time freshman, you will
be assigned housing and dining preferences for the campus that
houses your academic major. You can go online to conveniently
and easily confirm or modify the pre-selected housing and dining
preferences, or indicate that you will be residing at home in the
primary residence of your parent or guardian.

Next Steps:
1. Log on to asu.edu/housing
2. Review pre-selected housing and dining preferences

3. Confirm or modify your options/preferences OR indicate that
you will be residing in the primary residence of your parent
or guardian or have other compelling reasons to reside off-
campus.

4. Save and submit your housing and dining preferences*

To improve the chance of receiving your preferred housing living
and dining preferences, you should review your pre-selected living
and dining options as soon as you are admitted to ASU. Changes
can be made through March 31, 2009. University Housing will
begin to make housing assignments in April and cannot guarantee
living and dining option preferences after that time.

*Please note that there is a $125 housing and dining confirmation payment
which will be billed directly to your ASU student account upon confirmation

or modification of your housing and dining preferences. After completing the
above steps, if you are not planning to live on campus, you may download the
appropriate forms at asu.edu/housing and provide the necessary documentation
about your individual circumstances. Students can access the exemption request

form after they authenticate to the site.
Residential College Application Process

Indicate your residential college preference when you confirm your
housing living preferences. Visit the residential college Web site of
your choice for further instructions on the additional application
process for that specific community.

Roommate Requests

If you want to room with a friend, you both must be admitted

to ASU. When selecting living and dining preferences, each
student must indicate the other as his/fher roommate choice,
including name, ASU ID number and same hall/residential college
preferences. Roommates in residential colleges must have the
same major. Roommate requests are subject to space availability at
the time that the completed requests are received. Your roommate
information will be sent in late July along with an informational
packet regarding what to bring, your new address, shipping details
and other move-in information. Roommate requests are not
guaranteed.

Winter Break and Summer Housing

Housing options are provided on the Tempe campus during break
periods for additional fees. Please visit asu.edu/housing.

Schedule of Charges and Deadlines

Charges and deadlines are subject to change.

The $125 living and dining confirmation payment is non-
refundable. If financial aid is not offered, is declined or is
insufficient to pay this amount, you are responsible for payment.

Cancellations, Refunds and Release Provisions of
Room Assignment

Your housing assignment may be cancelled only if you choose not
to attend ASU. All non-attendance requests must be in writing
and sent via fax or mail to University Housing, in addition to any
notices of non-attendance sent to the Registrar’s Office.

Notices of non-attendance that are received:

e For those students admitted after May 1, from admission
date through 15 business days after the date you confirm
or modify your housing assignment you will receive a $100
refund.

e AFTER a room assignment has been made (May 1 - May 31
for fall 2009 or December 1-December 31 for new spring
2010 students), no refund of the $125 confirmation payment
will be given and a cancellation fee of $200 is charged to the
student’s ASU account.

e June 1 through the Saturday before hall opening (fall
2009) or from January 1 through the Saturday before hall
opening (new spring 2010 students), no refund of the
$125 confirmation payment will be given and a $300 late
cancellation fee is charged.

e If the student is not attending ASU and fails to cancel by
the Saturday before hall opening, the room assignment is
cancelled, no refund of the $125 confirmation payment is
given and a $500 no-show fee is charged to the student’s
ASU account. Any room payments made will be refunded
less any outstanding ASU charges.

e After checking in, an approved written License Agreement
Release' is required along with any notice of non-attendance
submitted. Room charges are re-calculated based on the daily
room rate from the date the residence halls open (or the date
of assignment, whichever is later) until the date of official
approved checkout. Total room charges will not exceed the
semester room rate. There will be no refund if the release is
approved after the eighth week of classes.

1 Valid reasons for License Agreement Release are: marriage, graduation,

withdrawalltransfer from ASU, ASU-sponsored academic internship or military

duty activation. Read the University Housing License Agreement for details on
your responsibilities. The ASU University Housing License Agreement is for a full

academic year.

If you have been admitted as a transfer student and/or have
completed more than 25 hours of college credit and require
information regarding your housing and dining options, please
visit asu.edu/housing and select the West campus community.
