The American Indian Construction Management Grant has been made available through sponsorships and proceeds from an annual “Construction in Indian Country” (CIIC) Conference and Golf Mixer hosted by the Del E. Webb School of Construction (DEWSC) and the Office of American Indian Affairs at ASU.  Every year funding is set aside for American Indian students currently pursuing a degree in construction management within the DEWSC. 
Next year’s seventh annual “Construction in Indian Country” (CIIC) Conference and Golf Mixer will be held on May 18-19, 2010, at the Casino Arizona Resort in Scottsdale, Arizona.  The mission of the conference is to assist in securing and managing construction among American Indian sovereignties while providing valuable educational opportunities to American students.  To accomplish this mission, the conference aims to 1) educate Tribes and contractors about the realities and opportunities concerning construction in Indian Country; 2) maintain an educational grant and endowment for American Indian students enrolled in the DEWSC and 3) provide research and training efforts for Tribal Nations.  
The overall vision is to begin “Growing Our Own” American Indian People to become the future contractors and developers of our Tribal Nations.  
Eligibility:

1. Must be American Indian
2. Must be enrolled in the Del E. Webb School of Construction at ASU
3. Must be a full-time student 

4. Must be in good academic standing

2. Application 

3. Tribal Census Number or Certificate of Indian Blood

4. One page bio (including personal background, educational goals, interests and career goals upon graduation)

Please submit all materials via email at your earliest convenience. The grant is based on a need to need basis so there is no deadline.  The sooner you apply the sooner we can review your application and the sooner you receive your money.  The grant ranges from $1,000-$2,000 per year depending on academic status.  
Upon being awarded and accepting the grant, we expect students to make an appointment to meet with the CIIC coordinator, Kim Silentman-Kanuho, volunteer at the CIIC 2010 Conference and attend the conference luncheon where you may be asked to introduce yourself in front of an audience.  Also, you give permission for CIIC to use your name, photo, and bio for purposes of our CIIC promotional materials.
