Cell Phone, VHS Tape, CD, DVD, Microfiche/Microfilm, Jewel Case, & Floppy Disk Recycling:
Thanks to the generosity and initiative of Mail Services’ staff, the recycling of these items at ASU will be much easier!

Simply place your old cell phones, VHS tapes, CDs, DVDs, microfiche/microfilm, jewel cases, and floppy disks in campus mail WITHOUT the envelope and Mail Services staff will pick up them up with the rest of the mail. Please make sure to label any ASU phones as such so we can properly inventory those as required by state law. Personal cell phones do not need to be labeled. Please only place items in the campus mailbox/tray in this manner if you want them to be recycled.

If you have large quantities of any of these items, please contact recycle-q@asu.edu with the location, type and quantity of items as Mail Services will NOT handle large quantities. If you have an item similar in nature to the items listed above but you are not sure if it can be recycled, contact recycle-q@asu.edu with a description.
