The Graduate and Professional Student Association is pleased to announce the "GPSA JumpStart Research Grant Program." This program grants up to $500 for small research projects, pilot studies, self-contained projects, and small fine arts projects. The grant is not designed to sustain all the funding necessary for your project, but will hopefully help to jump start your research endeavors.

Here are the program objectives:

To promote excellence in graduate education at Arizona State University; To recognize and support quality graduate student research; To provide financial support for research projects that are not eligible for other sources of funding or for which funding is difficult to obtain; To provide financial support for startup projects, pilot projects, and small self-contained research projects (e.g. research leading to conference papers) that are not eligible for other GPSA or ASU programs; To provide graduate students with experience in developing grant proposals; and, To build Arizona State University's reputation as a leading research institution.

The general eligibility guidelines are as follows:

A candidate for grant allocations must be enrolled as a graduate student on the Tempe Campus of Arizona State University at the time of application and for the specified funding period. The student must intend to complete her/his degree at Arizona State University.

All public presentations and publications must indicate the GPSA Jumpstart Grant as a financial contributor to the project.

Members of the Program Selection Committee shall not be eligible for this program.

The committee will make its decisions based on the following criteria:

Significant and meritorious research focus Sound research methodology Feasible project objectives given the small nature of this grant program An appropriate and fully justified budget Ability to complete the portion of the project for which the applicant is requesting funding within one semester.

Lack of funds from other sources

If you are interested in this program, you should act quickly!

Applications are due to the Graduate Student Center (and by e-mail) by February 20th, 2009 at 5:00pm. We are expecting to notify applicants by March 3rd, 2009. Please make sure to read the program rules very carefully, as this program has different rules than other programs GPSA sponsors.
