Current Exhibition:
The GSC is proud to host The Salt River Project: A Collaborative Look at the Landscape. Photographs by Tracy Longley-Cook, Adam Thorman and Chad White.

Photographers Tracy Longley-Cook, Adam Thorman and Chad White work collaboratively to document the land surrounding the Salt River in Tempe and Mesa, Arizona. While each artist has a distinct approach to the project, together they present a cohesive and compelling body of work; a potent and dynamic vision of the city. Upriver from Tempe Town Lake, a small stretch of land is walled in by the 101 to the west, the 202 to the south, and the reservation to the north. An area often reclaimed by incoming high water from the Salt River and transients living in tents, the area has become a dumping ground for urban detritus and what the river brings and takes away. Found in this context, old newspapers, personal belongings and high water marks become meaningful artifacts that represent a cycle of destruction and renewal within the land. 

Tracy Longley-Cook chose to collect artifacts from the site to photograph in studio, giving these discarded personal belongings importance and meaning. She received her M.F.A. in photography from A.S.U. in 2007. 

Adam Thorman began by exploring the area intuitively, attempting to create a poetic portrait of the place, beginning with establishing the high water mark. He will graduate from A.S.U in May 2009 with an M.F.A. in photography.

Chad White photographed a discovery of a landscape built by the city that now exists balanced between utilitarian purpose and natural reclamation. He will graduate from A.S.U in December 2009 with an M.F.A. in photography.
