ASU is mobilizing an effort in response to a significant need in our community.  Last Saturday, August 16, flash floods brought on by monsoon rains devastated portions of Havasu Canyon, including the American Indian village of Supai.  The floods required evacuation of more than 400 people, including Havasupai members and tourists.  Although tribal members have been allowed to return, the village has suffered extensive damage.  

Trails used by Supai residents in transporting supplies via mule trains are unusable.  The village is now only accessible by helicopter, and food and water are very scarce.  Additionally, the recent flooding has adversely affected the economic base of the Havasupai, in that tourism is the primary source of employment.
Please come together with other ASU members to nourish a sense of community with tribal members and provide much needed support and supplies.

The village is in dire need of canned and dry foods, 
and bottled water.
