Summer School for incoming freshmen--information

Overview

This year ASU is recommending summer school for all incoming freshmen. Enrolling in summer school allows freshmen to acclimate to college life and adjust to the rigor and pace of college courses before taking a full course load. Summer sessions also provide students with flexibility in their course loads during the fall and spring semesters and can have a positive influence on retention.

Students are encouraged to take courses that meet general studies requirements and electives appropriate for first-time students. All students should consult with their advisors prior to registering for summer session. Courses will be offered both online and in person, and residence hall accommodations will be available for students who wish to live on campus during the summer session. More information is forthcoming. 

Communication to Students

The offices of the Provost and University Student Initiatives are preparing communications on summer sessions via email and My ASU. The Guide to Academic Success presentation at freshman orientation will also address the benefits of enrolling in summer sessions. Students will receive summer session post cards in the registration room at orientation.

Colleges should address summer sessions in the college advising and registration sessions at freshman orientation.

Registration & Advising

All fall 2009 freshmen will be admitted as degree-seeking students for summer 2009. They will be able to register for summer session courses at orientation when they register for fall semester courses. USI is developing an online registration process for freshmen to register for summer sessions. Until the system is available, students who have not yet attended orientation but would like to register for a summer course should contact the Office of the Registrar at registrar@asu.edu or (480) 965-7302.

Financial Aid

Financial aid is available for the summer session. Students who attend summer session must submit additional documentation to be considered for aid. To be eligible for federal loans or work study, students must enroll in a minimum of 6 credits. Pell grants may be available to students enrolled in fewer than 6 credits.
