Research data presented in “A Twenty Year History of Rainbow Sections of First Year Composition” by Wendy Kelleher, Ph.D. (2006) shows that 85% of American Indian students passed Rainbow Sections as compared to 78% of American Indian students enrolled in regular sections of English 101. In English 102, Rainbow students had an 80% pass rate as compared to 68% pass rate in regular sections of English 102.

Formerly known as Rainbow Sections, ENG 101 and 102 courses exploring Indigenous culture began in 1984. More than 1,300 students have taken these classes, and the course content has expanded to issues involving Indigenous people globally. Everyone is welcome to enroll.

I learned about everyone else’s history but our own, but it wasn’t until I got to college that I started learning about me and my tribe and all the tribes across the United States. It should have been the first thing I learned, but I am finally learning it.”
