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A Minor Teaching Field is essentially a minor for students pursuing a BAE degree in
another area.  Completing a teaching minor does not guarantee that a student will be
certified to teach in the minor field.  However, the courses which constitute the teaching
minor will help the student demonstrate proficiency in the subject matter of the
minor teaching area.

The minor teaching field in mathematics consists of the following required courses:

MAT 271, Calculus with Analytic Geometry II
MAT 272, Calculus with Analytic Geometry III
MAT 370, Intermediate Calculus

or MAT 371 Advanced Calculus I
MAT 300, Mathematical Structures
MAT 310, Introduction to Geometry
MAT 342, Linear Algebra

For a total of 20 credit hours.
