1. Transfer political science courses must be evaluated by a
political science advisor. Do not take any POS cour se at
ASU which duplicates
a political science courseyou have  taken at another
institution and transferred to ASU.
2. At least 21 semesters hours must bein upper division POS
cour ses.

3. Onlyone“D” in alower division POS cour se may count
toward themajor.

4. Only upper division POS courseswith a gradeof “C” or
better may count toward the major.

5. POS majors must have a minimum GPA of 2.0 for all
cour ses that count toward the major.

6. POS 311 may_not be counted as part of themajor.
7. POS 110 and POS 310 may not both be taken for credit.

8. No morethan six semester hours of intership (POS 484)
may be  counted toward themajor.
