Second Language Requirement. Each student is required to demonstrate proficiency by completing courses in a second language. Each student must demonstrate
proficiency by completing the courses specified below with a grade of “C” or higher in each course. Second language course requirements consist of

I. completion of second language course work at the intermediate level (202 or equivalent, those students completing this requirement in Ancient Greek must take both 
GRK 301 and 302; students completing the requirements in Portuguese or Romanian must complete POR 314 or ROM 314);

II. a foreign language course at the 300 level or higher taught in the foreign language and having 202 or its equivalent as a prerequisite;

III. completion of secondary education at a school in which the language of instruction is not English; or

IV. completion of SHS 202 American Sign Language IV or its equivalent.
