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Sudents applying for admission with transferable hours must meet transfer GPA, freshman aptitude, and competency reguirements
www.asu.edu/admissions/applyingtoasu. Students transferring 24 or more semester hours do not have to meet freshman aptitude
requirements. Sudentswho are 22 years of age or older or have completed an Arizona General Education Curriculum (AGEC) or
any associate degree or higher do not have to meet competency requirements. A maximum of 64 transferable semester hours completed
at aregionally accredited two-year institution may be transferred to ASU. All transferable community college credits are accepted
as lower-division credits and do not satisfy upper division General Sudies or graduation requirements.
