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The Arizona resident applicant for transfer admission must meet competency requirements and have a cumulative grade point average
(GPA) of 2.00 on a four-point (A) scale in all college level work and be in good standing and eligible to return to the last
institution attended.  Students who have less than 24 semester transfer credits must also meet competency requirements. 
Arizona residents who have completed an Arizona General Education Curriculum (AGEC) or an associate degree with a
minimum 2.00 GPA in the AGEC or associate degree are exempt from admission requirements.  A maximum of 64 semester
credit hours will be accepted when transferred from community colleges; all transferable community college credits are
accepted as lower-division credits and do not satisfy upper-division General Studies or graduation requirements.

COLLEGE OF EDUCATION PTPP ADMISSION CRITERIA 
Applicants are eligible for admission consideration in the PTPP (Professional Teacher Preparation Program) if they meet the following criteria:
1. Admission to ASU as a classified student.
2. A cumulative grade point average of 2.50 or higher. 
3. Completion of at least 56 semester hours by the time of PTPP admission.
4. Submission of scores on the American College Test (ACT) or the Pre-Professional Skills Test (PPST).
5. Completion of ENG 101, ENG 102, Numeracy [N1] requirement, and Literacy and Critical Inquiry [L1] or Natural Science [S1] requirement

with a grade of "C" or better.
Formal application to the PTPP must be made by February 15 for FALL admission and September 15 for SPRING admission. Admission is selective
and not guaranteed to all who satisfy the minimum admission requirements.
