They played an
awesome 25+
song set, most P10t by Craig Macnaughion
notably including, “By The Time | Get To
Phoenix,” origi-
nally by Jimmy Webb. Stipe apologized for
their tardiness — R.E.M. was supposed to
be in town early last summer — but the
band was beset by ill health, and the show
was a no-go. Judging from crowd-reaction,
Stipe paid back the loyal fans of Phoenix in
spades.

Luscious Jackson did not do a good job
of getting the audience ready for the main
act. Or maybe they did a very good job,
because they seemed to make most people
ache for R.E.M. Their sound is tres cool,
but a neat sound is all they have going for
them; no killer hooks, no gaunt interesting
front-person, no excellent song-writing.
Keep practicing.

Coming into the vibe that Jackson created, R.E.M.
was not off to a rapid start. Eyes hidden by sunglass-
es (described later) Stipe seemed detached, or
drowsy, or both. His movement was sparse and mat-
ter of fact, walking around a little bit to keep his legs
awake. Not that the music was drowsy, the first two
songs of the show are the first two songs off their lat

est album, Monster. In this writer's
opinion Monster is their best
album yet because it eschews dis-
orienting lyrics and gets down to
power-pop business. The lyrics
may still be obscure at times, but
they are at least intelligible.
