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iInancial Assistance

Financial assistance from the Office of Youth Preparation — Programs for Talented Youth is intended to defray academic program
costs. The non-refundable application fee is not part of the academic program cost. In order to be considered for financial
assistance, a student must meet income guidelines as set for eligibility in the free or reduced lunch program of the National
Lunch Program. Income eligibility will be established by either verification of free or reduced lunch eligibility by the administrator
at the student’s school or if the school does not participate in the National Lunch Program, by a signed and notarized statement
from a parent stating the number of persons in the household and the household income. Student selection for financial
assistance willbe made after the eligibility criteria has been met and verified.
