Arizona State University recent-
ly dedicated the five-floor, $4 mil-
lion Charles Trumbull Hayden Li-

million volumes and seat 3,000 stu-
dents.

The new Hayden Library could

well be a cornerstone in Arizona
State’s rise to the level of “great”
universities. It is certainly a sig-
nificant mark of progress, prog-
ress which should now be recog-
nized and furthered by the citizens
of the state.

The library is well named to as-
sume such a role of importance in
the university’s life. Charles Hay-
den, father of Sen. Carl Hayden,
was, according to a biographical
sketch written after his death,
““one of the ‘chief promoters of edu-
cation in the territory (Arizona)
and appreciated the benefits of a
trained and concentrated intelli-
gence . ..”

Hayden believed in education to
such an extent that he was one of
the people instrumental in getting
a normal school (now ASU) for
Tempe and donated to the city the
land on which the school was
started.
